Printing: Tips and Tricks



Column 3 - M / S = multiple or single.  
M is used when the data is composed of several codes delimited by spaces and each is less than 100 characters.  For example,
<p-currency-name>usd gbp jpy</p-currency-name>

Which translates via

p-currency-name                     currency   m

into 

<p-currency-name>us dollar, british pound, japanese yen</p-currency-name>

Column 2 - Options
ADD-SIGN – Adds a minus (-) or a plus (+) to the value in the formatted tag (column 1), depending on the credit/debit value (c, d).  When using this routine, a parameter must be supplied in column 4 that contains the name of a tag in the XML file that has the value ‘C’ or ‘D’ for positive or negative values.
z31-sum                             ADD-SIGN   S z31-credit-debit

CASH-STATU/CASH-DESC – Returns the relevant text for cash status and description (for example, paid, not paid) using the cash_status_heading parameter aleph[e]/error_<lng> and the cash function description in tab18.<lng>

COLLECTION – Returns the full name of the Item collection using tab40.<lng>

CURRENCY – Returns the currency name text as defined in the Z83 currency table

DATE – Retrieves a date string and separates the year, month, and day with “/”.  No parameter required

DEBIT-TXT – Replaces debit sign with text, adds text specified in the parameter for sums proceeded by + 

DECIMAL – Formats decimal numbers by deleting leading zeros before the decimal number, and deleting zeros after the decimal point.

DEL-SIGN – Removes + or – from prefix.

local-price                         DEL-SIGN   S

DUE-DATE – Format due date according to TAB100 > RECALL-METHOD.  The z36-due-date can be translated into the “effective due date”.  The translation process uses the get_effective_due_date routine:  the TAB100 RECALL-METHOD and the Z36 fields Z36-DUE-DATE, Z36-RECALL-DATE, and Z36-RECALL-DUE-DATE are all taken into account to generate the effective due date.

FORM-PRINT-FORMAT – Determines which form number to use when printing (09, below), depending on the field specified (z30-sub-library, below) and its contents (sub-library = MED, below).

FORM-PRINT-METHOD – Determines the method in which the printout will be output. Only one tag can be defined in one .trn file. The options are:

Options:  
EMAIL – creates the following XML tag in the XML file's header (part of section-01): 

<email-address>Y</email-address>

EMAIL-ONLY (v17 rep_ver 9171 & KB5166 – Dec-05, not published) – Previously, a form produced to be sent or printed was located under $data_print (unless SERVER-EXECUTE was specified, in which case it would be transferred to another directory under $data_print and not able to be printed or sent by mail.

This option to directs the XML to $data_print (so that it will be sent via email) only if the header includes the XML tag <email-address>.  If there is no such tag, then the file will be directed to a specified directory under $data_print (like with SERVER-EXECUTE).

The above example shows the setting needed to place the form under $data_print only if the XML's header includes <email-address>...</email-address> tags.  If there is no such tag in the header, it will be located in the $data_print/no_email directory.  

SAVEAS – creates the following XML tag in the XML file's header: 

<saveas>Y</saveas>

Use this option to save as a local file.  The system will offer a standard Windows "Save As" dialog box. 

DISPLAY – creates the following XML tag in the XML file's header: 

<display>Y</display>

Use this option to force a print preview before printing no matter what the print configuration setting. 

NONE – prevents <email-address>, <saveas> or <display> tags creation in the XML file header.  global.trn has the EMAIL option by default. However, there may be some printouts that should not be sent via e-mail. Use the NONE option in these printouts' .trn files. The local .trn file's NONE definition will override the global.trn file's EMAIL definition, causing the form to be printed.

HASHHASH  – Replaces "##" from edit_paragraph.<lng> with a new line.

ITEM-SEQ – Can be used with z30-item-sequence and z30h-item-sequence.  Inserts a dot (.) before the last digit.  Format item sequence as nnnnn.n

SIGN1 – Provides accounting notation for signed numbers:  

[1] – number is translated to (number).  For example, -2013 becomes (2013)
[2] + number is translated to number.  For example, +2013 becomes 2013

SIGN2 – Provides accounting notation for signed numbers:  

[1] – number is translated to -number.  For example, -2013 remains -2013

[2] + number is translated to number.  For example, +2013 becomes 2013

balance                             SIGN2      S

SUB-LIB – Returns sub-library name, as defined in tab_sub_library.<lng>
p-sub-library                       SUB-LIB    M

pickup-location                     SUB-LIB    S
SUPPRESS – Suppress various characters

TEXT – Free text translation.  Replaces the code with the next word coming immediately after the = sign and puts in the param-column the codes and the values combined with the = sign.  If you want to put more than one code, separate them with one or more blanks (for example, A=abc B=def).  You can put up to 100 codes in the parameters column.  Each parameter can be a maximum of 100 characters long.  If the replaced text is more than one work, combine the words with the _sign (for example, hello_world).

TIME – Separates hours, minutes, and seconds with “/”.  No parameter required.

TO-BLANK – Deletes the content of the tag without any condition. (see also Zips)

Z30-MATER – Returns the item material type, using tab25.<lng>

ZIP-US and ZIP-CAN do not account for the need to append the last address line with the formatted ZIP.

The following routines will do the appending without having to change the xsl templates:

AP-ZIP-USA - Appends the zip (first parameter) to the tag only if the address is not spaces and the next address (second parameter) is spaces.  Before the zip is appended it is processed as in the ZIP-USA translate routine.

AP-ZIP-CAN - Appends the zip (first parameter) to the tag only if the address is not spaces and the next address (second parameter) is spaces.  Before the zip is appended it is processed as in ZIP-CAN

translate routine.

AP-ZIP     - Appends the zip (first parameter) to the tag only if the address is not spaces and the next address (second parameter) is spaces.  The zip itself is not processed.

The following are sample lines from the $aleph_dev/usm01/form_eng/global.trn file:

The above ensures that the last non empty address line is appended with a USA-formatted ZIP and the ZIP tag is deleted so that it is not displayed twice.
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
