Problem Symptoms:
After running oracle_impdp_aleph_libs the Oracle data is not populated on the target server as it should be.

Cause:
1. a problem with the oracle_impdp_aleph_libs import procedure.

2. a problem with the oracle_expdp_aleph_libs export procedure. It may be that, though the proper dpdir files exist, the
oracle_expdp_aleph_libs produced defective files.

Resolution:
For Cause 1: Check the log of the oracle_impdp_aleph_libs to see if it indicates any problem; check the ./xxxnn/files/dpdir
directories to see if they have the expected files in them, such as:

These files should have been produced by the oracle_expdp_aleph_libs and transferred from the source server to the
target.
