I am trying to get the re-write rules as mentioned in the How to publish Aleph records in Google (Aleph Version 18.01) on
page 8 to work. However a config-test on the configuration files gives me:

There seems to be a error in the documentation that says that the condition and rule should look like this:

RewriteCond %{HTTP_USER_AGENT} !.*bot.*
RewriteRule ^/.*/.*/.*/.*/.*/([a-Z]+)\.([0-9]+\.html$ \
