The translation process uses the routine get_effective_due_date.cbl. That is, TAB10-RECALL-METHOD, Z36-DUE-DATE,
Z36-RECALL-DATE and Z36-RECALL-DUE-DATE are all taken into account in order to generate the "effective due date".
